REFEREE COMMITTEE

In the April issue of Touchline CJ Morgante outlined the path he
took to reach his FIFA badge.  He provided insight to the amount of
work, perseverance, and support he needed to reach the level of
officiating that only a few select individuals reach in their lifetime.

CJ also shared the names of a few people who helped him along
the way.  Having help along they way is important because, while
on-field effort is important, you have to have the help opening doors
to the National Referee program. 

Those people who helped CJ were members of the State Referee
Committee.  In CJ’s article he cited the former State Referee
Administrator (SRA) Jackie Abel, State Director of Instruction
(SDI) Peggy Neason, and former State Director of Assessment
(SDA) Dr. Sam Cho for their help as well as all the referees with
whom he worked.

That help is available from the State Referee Committee for any
referee interested in growing and developing as a referee.  You can
start by contacting your District Referee Representative.  Talk to the
instructor at your entry-level or re-cert course.  You can contact
Peggy Neason (SDI), Mark Finnegan (SDA), or John Matter (SRA).
You’ll find contact info for the Referee Committee on the bottom of
this page or on the Referee Committee page of the PA West Soccer
web site.

If someone tells you that he or she is the only person who can
help you advance as a referee they are misrepresenting themselves
and their authority.  Check their credentials.  You certainly do not
want to miss an opportunity to learn from someone who is already
traveled the road of upgrading and working at higher levels of the
game but be assured that the Referee Committee has a wealth of
resources to help you in your quest and you are going to need to
learn from a variety of people if you want to grow as a referee.

What does the Referee Committee offer to help referees grow?
There is Referee Camp in late July and several clinics throughout
the year.  This year there was a referee mini-camp held in conjunc-
tion with ODP mini-camp.  PA West Soccer also hosted a Pro Clin-
ic for the first time in many years.  PA West Soccer arranges for
USSF National Instructors to serve as clinicians at all training
events.  Don Wilbur, Paul Tamberino, Tom Bobadilla, and Rob Fere-
day have all shared their knowledge while visiting PA West Soccer. 

Tournaments are a great way to gain additional on-field experi-
ence and learn from referees outside your club.  PA West Soccer
runs two tournaments, the State Cup and Open, and the State Ref-
eree Committee actively works with both tournaments to provide
high-level officiating and a solid learning environment for the offi-
cials working the matches.  Out-of-state tournaments are a good
option too, but neither PA West Soccer nor the State Referee Com-
mittee organizes or approves trips by referees to out-of-state tourna-
ments; however, SRC members have contacts around the country to
help you find tournaments that are appropriate for accomplishing
your goals.

Officiating soccer is a great way to stay active in the game, earn
some extra money, and for you to face new challenges.  It also can
open doors to working around the country and even, as CJ Mor-
gante can attest, the world.  If you are interested in exploring the
possibilities of upgrading as a referee contact a member of the State
Referee Committee.

How do you define ‘Heart’?  After the weekend spent in

Oneonta, NY I think I have a pretty good answer to that question.
After an absence of several years PA West Soccer Adults decid-

ed to field teams in the U-23 State Select tournament.  It was held
at the National Soccer Hall of Fame in Oneonta, NY on June 9
and 10.  

The primary purpose for the tournament is to select a group of
players to attend a national training camp in Carson, California.
Coming out of that camp, a team will be selected to travel to Mex-
ico to play the Mexican National team.  With this sort of opportu-
nity awaiting them, many top level players from around Region
One are eager to participate in this event.

Working in a pretty short time frame we were able to find 16
players for a Women’s team of sufficient quality to represent us.
Unfortunately in the 48 hours before departure we lost several
players to a series of unfortunate and unforeseen circumstances,
leaving us with only 11 healthy players for a grueling weekend.
When we arrived to check in for the tournament we received even
more bad news - New Hampshire’s team had pulled out on Friday
morning leaving a five team field so we now had to play four full
length games in two days with no subs.

In a display of grit and character the ladies played well - though
in a losing effort to Massachusetts and Eastern New York on Sat-
urday with identical score lines of  2-0.  Saturday night we attend-
ed a dinner in the Hall of Fame with all the participating teams.  

On Sunday we thought we had found a little help when Jordan
Gapczynski, one of our missing players drove in to join us but one
of the 11 from Saturday had twisted her ankle badly enough that
she was unable to return to action so we were again at 11 players.
Again we played well but fatigue cost us two goals in a loss to
Western New York by the now familiar score line of 2-0.  We lined
up for our final match at Noon against a team from the DC/Vir-
ginia area and somehow the ladies found the energy to thorough-
ly dominate the game for the first 45 minutes but without a score.
Early in the second half fatigue again cost us and we went down
1-0 and it looked like we would have to go home without a goal
or a win.  Again this group showed its heart and fought back into
the game to be rewarded with our first goal of the weekend on a
brilliant individual effort by Carrie Wack.  Not satisfied with a tie
we got a second goal from Carrie a bit later and a third goal from
Jordan with about 15 minutes left in the match.  That one proved
to be the game winner when we conceded a late goal in the clos-
ing minutes of the game.  

Through the weekend we received outstanding performances
from all the girls but of particular note were Wack and Gapczyn-
ski as our goal scorers, Rachel Derrico and Tiffani Parks who split
time in goal and Ashley Williams and Jamie Morrison on defense.
All six of these players were noted as possible invitees to the
National Camp.  As of this writing we are still waiting word as to
which, of any of these players might be invited to camp but even
being considered for such an invitation is a tremendous honor.

It was my privilege to put this team together and coach the
games, with help at various times from Dave Derrico and Keith
Renner.  The courage and dedication these young women dis-
played in representing all of us should be something to which we
all aspire.  Stay tuned for information on next year’s event.  We
hope to increase the player pool and ensure that we have a full ros-
ter with alternates to avoid the need for the heroics we saw this
year.  We also hope to have a Men’s team involved next year.
